[bookmark: _GoBack]Call to Order: Tim Stevens (Chair), members Nisha Thirumurthy, Peter Adriance and Andy Crawford; Loren Bruce (Planning Department)

Minutes from the April 7 and June 2 (2016) meetings were reviewed and adopted.

Greenhouse Gas Inventory and Data Access (GHG)
Nisha led the discussion, and confirmed that considering the limited resources we have to develop a GHG inventory for the community, the most practical approach is to modify the MWCOG inventory produced for our City.  We will identify the weakest components of their inventory, and substitute our own estimates where we have the capability.

Mapping Solar Installations in CFC
Tim distributed a draft list of known buildings in CFC that have solar energy systems.  Committee members will research whether there are additional locations with solar energy systems.  The purpose of gathering this information is to develop a graphic display of the locations with solar that can be posted on the City’s web site.  Seeing how many of our residents have these systems will encourage other residents to consider solar for their building.

Planning for John Morrill for September 1
John Morrill, Arlington’s energy manager, has accepted Kate’s invitation to address this group at our September 1 meeting.  We discussed topics we would suggest that he address: 1) How can a small resource-constrained jurisdiction develop a community energy plan 2) What challenges has Arlington confronted with District Energy 3) What programs can we implement without having an energy manager 4) What programs can localities adopt in Virginia to reduce GHG emissions 5) What kind of educational programs have been most effective for encouraging reductions in GHG emissions.

Informational Items
· Advanced energy for Campus Redevelopment site: with the City Council/School Board decision to decouple development activity for the schools and commercial segments, we anticipate that District Energy will be more difficult to implement.  Solar PV, Geothermal and above-code energy efficiency designs are still excellent capabilities to pursue.
     
       -     Follow-up efforts to recommend solar for our schools is on hold until plans 	
              for school buildings are settled.  Meanwhile, research continues regarding
              cost and performance.  Several of us attended a NVRC-hosted tour of
              Arlington’s Discovery Elementary – a recently renovated campus that is
              designed to be net-zero regarding use of grid electricity.  The building is
              impressive from many perspectives.  A 495 kW ballast-connected solar PV
               has been installed on the roof.
